
Glory Mansions Application Process 

 

The single most important factor for admission to Glory Mansions is your attitude toward 

the healing process.  You need to have a sincere desire for spiritual guidance.  This 

program cannot help someone until she is ready to receive true healing that only comes 

from a personal relationship with God. 

 

STEP ONE:  Click on the Glory Mansions House and Program Guidelines icon on 

this website.  These Guidelines will acquaint you with the type of structure and activities 

you can expect as a resident. 

 

STEP TWO:  Click on the Glory Mansions Application Form icon.  Print the entire 

Application and carefully complete all of the questions. 

 

STEP THREE:  Along with your completed Application you will need to submit a 

Personal History letter.  This letter should include the following information: 

 

 Childhood Experiences:  Give a brief description of your childhood.  Include 

any history of trauma and/or abuse. 

 

 Current Living Situation:  Where are you living?  Who resides with you?  If 

you have small children, how will they be cared for while you are in the Program? 

 

 Drug and/or Alcohol History:  When did you start using drugs/alcohol?  What 

drugs did you use?  Have you had periods of sobriety?  What made you want to get help? 

 

Involvement in the Legal System:  Have you ever been arrested?  Have you 

served jail/prison time?  Do you have outstanding legal obligations (probation 

requirements; court dates; court fees)? 

 

Significant Relationships History:  Describe significant relationships that you 

have been involved in.  How did those relationships end? 

 

Personal Goals:  What do you hope to accomplish during your stay at Glory 

Mansions? 
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STEP FOUR:  Mail your Glory Mansions Application Form and Personal History

STEP FIVE:  After your Application and Personal History are received and reviewed, 

you will be contacted by phone.  If you are a candidate for admission, we will schedule a 

day and time for your personal interview.  This interview is not a guarantee of your 

admission.  Following your interview, we will call you within 24 hours to let you know 

whether or not you are a good fit for the Program.
